B.  GENERAL TERMS

1. Technical Support. Technical Support consists of Software Updates, Product Support, and/or other Technical Support services DLT may have ordered to distribute to the U.S. Navy.  Fees for the initial period of Technical Support are due and payable by Customer in advance.  After September 30, 2004, the U.S. Navy shall order Technical Support directly from Oracle if it wishes to renew Technical Support, as further addressed in Section C.1, C.7, C.8, C.9 and D.1 below.  Technical Support acquired under this Ordering Document shall be for the period from the Effective Date of the Ordering Document through September 30, 2004.  Under the terms of the Agreement, DLT is distributing the initial period of Technical Support to the U.S. Navy and if the U.S. Navy decides to renew such Technical Support, it must do so directly from Oracle.  Technical Support acquired with this order may be renewed annually and for any support period that commences on or before September 30, 2013, the Technical Support fees will not increase by more than 0% over prior year’s fees.  For purposes of this section the prior year’s fees for the initial renewal year are based on 12 months of Technical Support, and equal to $RESERVED exclusive of any industrial fee for Technical Support. 
2. Miscellaneous.  Where shipment is required, DLT shall deliver to Customer’s location, 1 copy of the software media and 1 set of program documentation (in the form generally available) for each program listed in Section A that is currently available in production release as of the Effective Date of this Ordering Document.  U.S. Navy shall be responsible for installation of the software.  All fees due under this Ordering Document shall be non-cancelable and the sums paid nonrefundable, except as provided in the Agreement.  Customer agrees to pay applicable media and shipping charges.  Provided the U.S. Navy continuously maintains Software Updates, additional CD packs for the Programs provided under this Ordering Document may be ordered through the Oracle Store at the standard CD pack price.  If U.S. Navy loses or damages the media containing a Program licensed hereunder, upon Customer’s written notice Oracle will provide a replacement copy thereof, under Oracle’s then current Technical Support policies, for a media and shipping charge.  

3. Program Availability. Customer agrees that they have not relied on the future availability of any Programs or releases in entering into the payment obligations of this Ordering Document.  

4. Order of Precedence.  In the event of any inconsistencies between the Ordering Document and the Agreement specified above, this Ordering Document shall take precedence.

1. Renewal of Technical Support.  U.S. Navy agrees to pay Oracle quarterly in arrears for Technical Support renewals.   

2. RESERVED.

3. Outsourcing.  The U.S. Navy may transfer the Program licenses acquired herein to a third party (“Outsourcing Contractor”), provided that: (1) the Outsourcing Contractor agrees in writing to the terms and conditions of the Ordering Document identified herein, (2) the Program licenses are designated for use for the U.S. Navy operations only and (3) the Outsourcing Contractor is not a direct competitor to Oracle.  In the event of any such relocation, advance written notice from the Customer to Oracle is required, and the Outsourcing Contractor must be counted in the next annual verification.

4. Verification for Programs.   At Oracle’s written request, not more frequently than once annually, the U.S. Navy shall provide a signed certification verifying that the Programs are being used pursuant to the terms of this Ordering Document, including but not limited to Program usage not exceeding the licensed quantity.

5. Temporary Use.  In the event of declared war or national mobilization, there shall be no limit on the number of licenses for the Programs for temporary use by the U.S. Navy to support its operations.  Within a reasonable timeframe after the conclusion of the war or national mobilization, the U.S. Navy shall return to the Program license limitations set forth herein.  This temporary use is only for Programs licensed on this Ordering Document or pursuant to an option in this Ordering Document.  

6. Assisted Services.

a. Assisted Services for NAVSEA, NAVSUP, NAVY DON CIO and NEXCOM.  For the period October 1, 2004 through September 30, 2005, the Customer may order Assisted Services to support the entities specified in Exhibit D at the prices shown in Exhibit D, for the specified number of days set forth in Section B.1 of the relevant Assisted Services Ordering Document (sample provided as Exhibit B hereto).  Customer must issue a purchase order and sign an Assisted Services Ordering Document (example included as Exhibit B) to be prepared by DLT when Customer is acquiring such services to support the U.S. Navy.  Assisted Services are to be used within the term they are ordered.  Any unused days will not be refunded or credited towards future service. Should any of the U.S. Navy entities as specified in Exhibit D acquire the same services after September 30, 2005, pricing for the following eight (8) years may increase annually by no more than 4% over prior year’s pricing.

b. Assisted Services Option for U.S. Navy.  Through September 30, 2004, Customer may acquire Assisted Services to support the U.S. Navy at the rates stated in Exhibit C.  When exercising this option, Customer will issue a purchase order and sign an Assisted Services Ordering Document (example included as Exhibit B) to be prepared by DLT.  Assisted Services days are to be used within the term in which they are ordered.  Any unused days will not be refunded or credited towards future service.  After September 30, 2004 and for the following nine (9) years, pricing may increase annually by no more than 4% over prior year’s pricing.

c. Notwithstanding any other provision of this Ordering Document, Oracle shall only be obligated to provide Assisted Services within the pricing constraints provided herein to the extent Oracle continues to provide Assisted Services commercially.

7. Additional Licenses. Through September 30, 2004, Customer may acquire the Programs specified on the attached Tiered Price Hold Exhibit A.1, provided such Programs are available in production release when ordered and provided that Customer has continuously maintained Software Updates and Product Support for the Programs licensed on this Ordering Document, or pursuant to an option in this Ordering Document, by paying DLT the designated license fees. The total of the list license fees for all Programs on a single order (“License List Price”) determines the tier level (“Tier Level”), and the appropriate license fee and the service fee for twelve months of Technical Support; Exhibits A.1 and A.2 set forth the net license fee and annual Technical Support fee for quantity 1 of a particular Program/License Type/Tier Level.  The Tier Level shall be determined on an order by order basis.  Additionally, if a single order contains Program licenses where fees due DLT are determined using a method or discounts other than as set forth in this Section C.7 and Exhibit A, the list license fees for such Program licenses shall not be included as part of the License List Price for the order.  Customer may also acquire first year Software Updates and first year Product Support for such Programs by paying DLT the appropriate fees specified on the attached price hold Exhibit A.2. Through September 30, 2004, and as a one time purchase, Customer may acquire the Programs specified below at the quantity specified, provided such Programs are available in production release when ordered and provided that Customer has continuously maintained Software Updates and Product Support for the Programs licensed on this Ordering Document, or pursuant to an option in this Ordering Document, by paying DLT the designated license fees. The first year Software Updates and first year Product Support for such Programs can be acquired by paying DLT the appropriate fees specified below.  Technical Support fees are due and payable by Customer in advance.  The Technical Support fees will be prorated to co-terminate on September 30, 2004.  Provided U.S. Navy continuously maintains Technical Support, Technical Support may be renewed annually and for any support period that commences on or before September 30, 2013, the Technical Support fees will not increase by more that 0% over the prior year’s fees. On or before September 30, 2004, in accordance with this Section D, Exhibit E and Exhibit F, the U.S. Navy shall have a one-time option (except as specified in D.2. below) to (1) migrate existing licenses with old license metrics to current license metrics, and (2) for Database Named User licenses only, the U.S. Navy shall additionally have the option to convert its U.S. Navy shore-based employees and contractors from the current user-based model to a personnel-based model. 2.  “U.S. Navy Shore-Based Employee(s)”:  Full-time or part-time active duty, reserve or Civilian U.S. Navy shore-based employee, not assigned to a ship, including employees of the Office of Naval Intelligence (ONI), Navy Standard Information Personnel System (NSIPS) and EP07 Virtual Submarine Programs, which may or may not be assigned to a ship.  U.S. Navy employees may be located in the continental United States, Alaska, Hawaii or at U.S. Military facilities or U.S. Navy operating locations overseas.  U.S. Navy Shore-Based Employee(s) do not include Naval Air Systems Command (“NAVAIR”) employees.

3.   “U.S. Navy Shore-Based Contractor(s)”:  Persons, or authorized employees of groups or entities who are not directly employed by the U.S. Navy but rather are contracted by the U.S. Navy and granted access by the U.S. Navy to the Database Programs licensed regardless of whether the contractor is actually using the Database Programs at any given time or at all. U.S. Navy Shore-Based Contractors shall be on-site contractors or off-site contractors accessing U.S. Navy owned or leased hardware for the purposes of supporting U.S. Navy shore based operations (including Office of Naval Intelligence (ONI), Navy Standard Information Personnel System (NSIPS) and EP07 Virtual Submarine Programs contractors, which may or may not be assigned to a ship).  U.S. Navy Contractors may be located in the continental United States, Alaska, Hawaii or at U.S. Military facilities or U.S. Navy operating locations overseas.  U.S. Navy Shore-Based Contractor(s) do not include NAVAIR contractors.
