TERMS AND CONDITIONS

Pursuant to General Services Administration (GSA) Federal Supply Services (FSS) Contract Number GS-35F-4120D, Government Technology Services, Inc. (GTSI) agrees to the following terms of a Blanket Purchase Agreement (BPA) with the Naval Inventory Control Point (NAVICP).  All orders placed against this BPA are subject to the terms and conditions of the FSS Contract.  The items on this BPA are set forth in the following attachments.

1.
Delivery Orders.  The scope of this effort is worldwide.  Delivery requirements will be stipulated on Delivery Orders.  An order, either a Standard Form (SF) 1449 or Department of Defense (DD) Form 1155, is prepared by the Government Ordering Officer (a duly warranted Contracting Officer whose warrant authorizes purchases from the GSA Schedule) in accordance with the terms and conditions of this BPA and the GSA Schedule.  Orders may be placed by Electronic Data Interchange (EDI), credit card, facsimile, or paper.

2.
Extent of Obligation.  The Government estimates, but does not guarantee, that the volume of purchases through this agreement will be $9M.  The Government is obligated only to the extent of authorized purchases actually made under this BPA.  There is no minimum purchase required under this BPA.

3.
Funds Obligation.  The BPA will not obligate any funds.  Funds will be obligated on each delivery order.

4.
BPA Term.  The BPA expires three (3) years after award.  This expiration is contingent upon the Contractor maintaining or renewing a GSA FSS Schedule.  The BPA will be reviewed annually.
5.  Authorized Users. The BPA is open for ordering by all of the Department of Defense (DOD).  For purposes of this agreement, DOD is defined as:  all DOD Components* and their employees, including Reserve Component (Guard and Reserve) and the U.S. Coast Guard; other Government employees assigned to and working with DOD; non-appropriated funds instrumentalities such as NAFI employees; Intelligence Community (IC) covered organizations to include all DOD Intel System member organizations and employees, but not the CIA nor other IC employees unless they are assigned to and working with DOD organizations; DOD Contractors authorized in accordance with the FAR; and authorized Foreign Military Sales (FMS).

*
Army and Air Force customers are excluded from the definition of DOD authorized users for purposes of this agreement.  The Army and Air Force currently have existing 
agreements for Jetform products.  Deviations from this exclusion require authorization by the Contracting Officer.

6.
Pricing Terms.  Attachment A provides unit prices as explained below.  A 1.5% Acquisition, Contracting, and Technical Fee is included in the prices.
6.1
Volume Level Discount Prices.  Prices are provided for each of two discount levels.  Cumulative purchases of licenses are calculated to determine the =>$2,000,000.00 discount level.  The purchase of maintenance and media is not calculated in the cumulative sales total that determines the discount level.  The reduced pricing for the higher discount level will be available on the first day of the next month following achievement of the dollar value.  The Contractor is responsible for the tracking of cumulative value and timely notification to the Government when the $2,000,000.00 discount level is achieved. 

6.2
Out-Year Prices.  The $2,000,000.00 discount level is achieved by dollar value only and is not governed by agreement year.  Purchased quantity that is credited towards the volume discount level is cumulative for the total term of the BPA.  Any creditable purchases made in one year are credited in the subsequent agreement years to determine the applicable discount level.  The unit prices for each discount level on Attachment A are not subject to upward adjustment during the three-year term.  The prices will, however, be reviewed annually at the time of option exercise to determine whether a reduction is appropriate in accordance with the price reduction provisions of the agreement.

Price Reduction (Most Favored Customer Prices).  The prices under this BPA shall be at least as low as the prices that GTSI has under any other GSA FSS or BPA vehicle under like terms and conditions.  If at any time the prices under any other GSA FSS or BPA vehicle become lower than the prices in this BPA, this BPA will be modified to include the lower prices.

7. License Terms.  License terms and conditions applicable to products acquired under this BPA are defined in the Jetform End User License Agreement included as Attachment B.

Warranty and Maintenance.  See Attachment B for a full explanation of coverage.
8.1 Warranty.  The prices of the software products under this BPA include a ninety (90) day warranty.  The date the warranty is effective is dependent upon the date the product is received by the accepting activity.  Products received prior to the 15th of the month will have a warranty effective date of the 1st of that particular month.  Products received on or after the 15th of the month will have a warranty effective date of the 1st of the next consecutive month.

Standard Terms.  Maintenance under this agreement will be cycled on a yearly basis, effective the 1st of March of each year this BPA is in effect.  Ordering activities will therefore purchase enough maintenance at time of order to cover their product purchases through the 1st of March.  Maintenance prices are annual.  First year maintenance shall be prorated on a monthly basis to the annual renewal date of March 1st.  Maintenance for all licenses acquired under this agreement must then be renewed on or before the 1st of March for a period of two years following the initial term.

Invoicing.  The requirements of a proper invoice are as specified in the Federal Supply Schedule contract.  Invoices will be submitted to the address specified on the delivery orders issued against the BPA.

Fast Payment Procedure.  The provisions of FAR 52.213-1 FAST PAYMENT PROCEDURE (FEB  1998) are incorporated in this BPA and pertain to Credit Card purchases or other purchase order deliveries.  The clause is provided in full text below:
(a)
General. The Government will pay invoices based on the Contractor's delivery to a post office or common carrier (or, if shipped by other means, to the point of first receipt by the Government).

At a minimum, all deliverables must be Level 5 Defense Information Infrastructure Common Operating Environment (DII COE) compliant as defined in the Integration and Runtime Specification (I&RTS), Appendix B: Compliance Checklists.

ITSG Compliance.  All products, services, and solutions initially offered by the Contractor shall be compliant with the Department of the Navy (DON) Information Technology Standards Guidance (ITSG) Version 1.0.  The ITSG is mandatory for all DON organizations involved in IT planning, acquisition, contracting, and operations.  The ITSG applies to all services, products, and systems that produce, use, or exchange information electronically. Suspension of Ordering.  There may be occasions where the Government may suspend ordering (either by CLIN/SLIN/BLIN, up to and including the entire agreement.) (GTSI) enter into a cooperative agreement to further reduce the administrative costs of acquiring commercial items from the General Service Administration (GSA) Federal Supply Schedule Contract GS-35F-4120D.

Federal Supply Schedule Contract BPAs eliminate contracting and open market costs such as: search for sources, the development of technical documents, solicitations, and the evaluation of bids and offers.

This BPA will further decrease costs, reduce paperwork, and save time by eliminating the need for repetitive, individual purchases from the schedule contract.  The end result is to create a purchasing mechanism for the Government that works better and costs less.
