Blanket Purchase Agreement





Pursuant to GSA Federal Supply Contract Number [GSA Schedule Number], [BPA Holder] agrees to the following terms of a Blanket Purchase Agreement (BPA) exclusively with Naval Information Systems Management Center (NISMC):


 


 The scope of this effort is worldwide. Place of Performance and deliveries will be stipulated on each Task Request Notice (TRN). A TRN is a statement of work prepared by the Government to which the Prime Contractor submits a proposal to the issuing Ordering Officer (a duly warranted Contracting Officer whose warrant authorizes purchases from the GSA Schedule and is referred to herein as an Ordering Officer) in accordance with the terms and conditions of this BPA and the GSA Schedule.  Once negotiated, a task order is issued using a Standard Form 1449.  In the event of contradictions between this BPA and a task order, this BPA shall prevail.





2.  For the purpose of this BPA, a Teaming Partner arrangement means “an arrangement in which a potential Prime Contractor agrees with one or more other companies to have them act as its subcontractors under a specified Government contractor or acquisition program.”  See FAR 9.6  





3.  The Government estimates, but does not guarantee, that this BPA agreement may total up to $250M.





4.  The BPA expires after a three-year base period from date of award of BPA, or at the end of the FSS contract period, whichever is earlier; the BPA may be renewed for two additional one-year option years.





5.  The BPA will not obligate any funds.  Funds will be obligated on each task order. 





6.  In the event the Prime Contractors’ FSS Contract prices become equal to or less than the BPA prices, any adjustment factor provided shall remain in full effect. 





7.  BPA Acquisition, Contracting and Technical Fee.  All hourly rates shall incorporate two (2) percent for the BPA Acquisition, Contracting and Technical Fee.  The Prime Contractor shall collect this fee and forward these funds to the Financial Management Office (FMO) on a quarterly basis, or as otherwise requested by the Program Management Office (PM0).  The Cashier’s check shall be made payable to the addressee below and shall be accompanied by a detailed accounting report to enable verification of the correctness of the amount rendered, as directed by the PMO.

8.  Execution of the BPA will be performed by the Naval Information Systems Management Center (NISMC).  Any warranted Contracting Officer in the Department of the Defense and the U.S. Coast Guard may place orders under this BPA.  





9.  The requirements of a proper invoice are as specified in the Federal Supply Schedule contract.  Invoices will be submitted to the address specified on the task orders issued against the BPA.





10.  The provisions of FAR 52.213-1 FAST PAYMENT PROCEDURE (AUG 1988) are incorporated in this Agreement and pertain to Credit Card Purchases or other purchase order deliveries.  The clause is provided in full text below:





 (a) General. Invoices will be paid on the basis of the Prime Contractor's delivery to a post office or common carrier (or, in shipment by other means, to the point of first receipt by the Government).


 (b) Responsibility for supplies. Title to the supplies shall vest in the Government upon delivery to a post office or common carrier for shipment to the specific destination. If shipment is by means other than Postal Service or common carrier, title to the supplies shall vest in the Government upon delivery to the point of first receipt by the Government. Notwithstanding any other provision of the contract, order or blanket purchase agreement, the Prime Contractor shall assume all responsibility and risk of loss for supplies (1) not received at destination, (2) damaged in transit or (3) not conforming to purchase requirements. The Prime Contractor shall either replace, repair, or correct those supplies promptly at the Prime Contractor's expense, but only if instructions to do so are furnished by the Contracting Officer within 180 days from the date title to the supplies vests in the Government.


Preparation of invoice. 





  (1) Upon delivery of supplies to a post office or common carrier, (or in shipments by other means, the point of first receipt by the Government) the Prime Contractor shall prepare an invoice as provided in this contract, order or blanket purchase agreement. In addition, the invoice shall be prominently marked "FAST PAY."


(2) If the purchase price excludes the cost of transportation, the Prime Contractor shall enter the prepaid shipping cost on the invoice as a separate item. The cost of parcel post insurance will not be paid by the Government. If transportation charges are separately stated on the invoice, the Prime Contractor agrees to retain related paid freight bills or other transportation billings paid separately for a period of 3 years and to furnish the bills to the Government when requested for audit purposes.


(3) If this contract, order, or blanket purchase agreement requires the preparation of a receiving report on a prescribed form, the Prime Contractor has the option of either preparing the receiving report on the prescribed form or including the following information on the invoice, in addition to that required in subparagraph (c)(1) above:





(i)  A statement in prominent letters "NO RECEIVING REPORT PREPARED."


(ii) Shipment number.


(iii)Mode of shipment.


(iv) At line item level, (A) national stock number and/or manufacturer's part number, (B) unit of measure, (C) Ship-To Point, (D) Mark-For Point if in contract, and (E) FEDSTRIP/


MILSTRIP document number if in contract.





(4) If this contract, order or blanket purchase agreement does not require preparation of a receiving report on a prescribed form, the invoice will include information at the line item level in addition to that required in subparagraph (c)(1) above:


(i)  Ship-To-Point.(ii) Mark-For-Point.(iii)FEDSTRIP/MILSTRIP document number if in contract, in addition to that required in subparagraph (c)(1) above.





Where a receiving report is not required, a copy of the invoice will be included in each shipment.





 (d) Certification of invoice. The Prime Contractor agrees that the submission of an invoice to the Government for payment is a certification that the supplies for which the Government is being billed have been shipped or delivered in accordance with shipping instructions issued by the ordering officer, in the quantities shown on the invoice, and that the supplies are in the quantity and of the quality designated by the contract, order or blanket purchase agreement.





 (e) Fast pay container identification. All outer shipping containers shall be marked "FAST PAY."(End of clause)


11.  Unless otherwise agreed to, all deliveries under this BPA must be accompanied by delivery tickets or sales slips that must contain the following information: 





a.  Name of Prime Contractor


b.  GSA Contract Number


c.  BPA Number


d.  Model numbers


e.  Task Order number


f.  Date of purchase								g.  Quantity, unit price and extension of each item 			    (unit prices need not be shown when incompatible with 		    the use of automated systems; provided that the invoice		    is itemized to show the information)


h.  Date of shipment�


12.  Other Direct Costs (ODCs) consist of materials, hardware and software.  Purchase of materials, hardware and software incidental to a specific task and necessary to the performance of that task is allowed.  ODCs cannot be greater than 20% of the total task order price unless approved on a case by case basis by the Contracting Officer.  G&A will be allowed on ODCs if G&A is already included on the contractor’s GSA schedule.


                                                        


13.  Travel will be reimbursed at cost in accordance with the JTR rate in effect at the actual time of travel.  No profit or fee will be paid on travel.  G&A will be allowed on travel if G&A is already included on the contractor’s GSA schedule.  OCONUS services will be charged at CONUS rates.  





14.  TRNs may be placed by Electronic Data Interchange, facsimile or paper.





15.  The Prime Contractor will be required to maintain a WWW home page describing their services under this BPA. The Prime Contractor shall support the EDI process as it applies to issuing, processing, distributing, invoicing and finalizing task orders. Prime Contractors may market directly to the customer community.





16.  The Prime Contractor shall provide a Users’ Ordering Guide in coordination with the Government.  The Ordering Guide will be required within 30 days of BPA issuance and made available on the home page.  This guide shall be updated as required.  The guide shall contain, but not be limited to the following:


	


Complete list of support services available


Prime Contractor capabilities


Teaming partner(s)’ capabilities


Government and Prime Contractors’ Point of Contact

BLINS available and the pricing thereof





17.  The Government has the option to compete task orders among some or all of the BPA holders.





18.  The highest security level that may be required on the ITSS project is top secret.  This level may be exceeded as specified in the TRN.  If the TRN exceeds Top Secret, the Prime Contractor is not obligated to accept a task order.





19.  In accordance with FAR 9.5 "Organizational and Consultant Conflicts of Interest" the Prime Contractor (and Subcontractors) agree that they will not participate either as a Prime Contractor (or a  Subcontractor) in any Department of Defense solicitation for information resources if the Contractor (or Subcontractor) assisted in the planning or approvals or the development of the specifications, acquisition strategy, or evaluation criteria for the competitive procurement.  Such involvement will be considered to give the Prime Contractor or Subcontractor a materially unfair, competitive advantage.   It will be the responsibility of both the Prime Contractor and the Contracting Officer to identify any situation in which the potential for an Organizational Conflict of Interest exists.  Nothing herein shall preclude the Prime Contractor (or Subcontractors) from contracting for or furnishing supplies or services which are unrelated to and not the consequence of services or data furnished under this BPA. 





20.  The Prime Contractors shall participate in and support information dissemination activities relating to the ITSS BPAs.  These efforts may involve activities such as professional development seminars, demonstrations, trade shows, conferences and briefings relating to DOD-wide integration issues or programs.





21.  BPA Management generally entails the Prime Contractor’s management and organizational resources to meet performance and schedule requirements throughout the BPA life.  It also includes the delivery of any monthly reports and the performance of periodic in-progress performance reviews at the program level. The Prime Contractor shall provide centralized administrative and related functions in support of all work performed under this BPA.





22.  TRN Reports/Documentation.  For every TRN, the Prime Contractor shall provide each customer the following:





	a.  All deliverables cited in the TRN shall be accompanied by written delivery notice to the customer.





	b.  All documentation developed during the life of the task shall be delivered to the Government with unlimited rights.  All analysis performed during the life of the task shall be documented.





	c. The Prime Contractor shall submit a Monthly Status Report containing , but not limited to, information on technical activities, accomplishments, problems, personnel, travel, financial expenditures ( Month-to-Date) and (Task-to-Date) and ODC’s. The Monthly Status Report will be required within 60 days after issuance of a task order, and every monthly reporting period thereafter to the customer.





	d. The Prime Contractor shall submit a Report of Sales containing only ITSS data, (as described in the GSA Schedule Section G.3) every 30 days.  The report shall be submitted to the Financial Management Office (FMO).  This report shall include sufficient accounting to determine the correct sum to reimburse the customer paid Acquisition, Contracting and Technical Fees. 





23.  The Prime Contractor shall follow the generally appropriate standards for each task or those specified within each task order.  All deliverables shall comply with the appropriate Publicly Available Standards (PAS) (i.e., EIA, ANSI, IEEE, ISO) and/or the applicable DoD information technology standards contained in the Joint Technical Architecture (JTA).  At a minimum, all deliverables must be Level 5 Defense Information Infrastructure Common Operating Environment (DII COE) compliant as defined in the Integration and Runtime Specification (I&RTS), Appendix B: Compliance Checklists.  More information on DoD standards can be found at “http://www.itsi.disa.mil”.





24. Past performance/past experience is an important factor in determining the capability of the Prime Contractor teams.  At the conclusion of each task order, a performance report will be submitted by the Government’s technical representative to the Contracting Officer.

In the spirit of the National Performance Review, Naval Information Systems Management Center (NISMC) [BPA holder] enter into a cooperative agreement to further reduce the administrative costs of acquiring commercial items from the General Service Administration (GSA) Federal Supply Schedule Contract [GSA Schedule Number].





Federal Supply Schedule Contract BPAs eliminate contracting and open market costs such as: search for sources; the development of technical documents, solicitations, and the evaluation of bids and offers.





This BPA will further decrease costs, reduce paperwork and save time by eliminating the need for repetitive, individual purchases from the schedule contract.  The end result is to create a purchasing mechanism for the Government that works better and costs less.
