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D1.	 PACKING, MARKING, PACKAGING, PRESERVATION AND STORAGE OF EQUIPMENT





All packing, marking and storage incidental to shipping of equipment to be acquired under this contract shall be made at the Contractor's expense. The Contractor's commercial preservation, packaging and packing practices shall be acceptable for CONUS shipments via surface/air for immediate use if these practices provide the required protection.  Marking for purchased equipment shall be in accordance with MIL�STD�129L.  The required levels of protection are:





CONUS � Surface/Air shipments � Immediate Use





Overseas � Surface Shipments � Immediate Use � Level A preservation and packaging, and Level C packing.





Overseas � Air Shipment � Immediate Use � Level A preservation and packaging, and Level C packing.

D3.	PACKING LIST





A packing list or other suitable shipping document shall accompany each shipment and shall show the (a) name and address of consignor; (b) the name and address of consignee; (c) Government contract (and delivery order, if used) number; (d) Government bill of lading number covering the shipment, if any; and (e) description of the material shipped, including item number, quantity, number of containers, and package number, if any.





D4.	CONTAINER MARKINGS





Containers shall be clearly marked on an external surface as follows:





	a.	Name of Contractor


	b.	Contract/Delivery Order Number


	c.	Itemized list of contents including quantity and CLIN number


	d.	Consignee's title and address (including building number)


	e.	Package number on multiple packages (i.e., 1 of 5, 2 of 5, etc.)


	f.	If applicable, the Contractor shall mark each container with 					“TELECOMMUNICATIONS EQUIPMENT - NOT FOR OUTSIDE 		


		STORAGE.”





D5.	PROHIBITED PACKING MATERIALS





The use of asbestos, excelsior, newspaper or shredded paper (all types including waxed paper, computer paper and similar hygroscopic or non-neutral material) is prohibited.





D6.	PARTIAL SHIPMENT





Partial shipment is prohibited without prior written permission from the Contracting Officer.





D7.	DELIVERY AND STORAGE





The Contractor shall properly store and carefully handle all equipment and materials to prevent damage during shipment and before and during installation by Contractor personnel.  Equipment and materials shall be handled, stored, and protected in accordance with the manufacturer's recommendations.  Items that are damaged or defective, in the opinion of the Contracting Officer's Representative (COR) or designated Government representative, shall be replaced with new items at no additional cost to the Government.





D8.	CLASSIFIED MATTER





Classified matter, if applicable, shall be packed and shipped in accordance with transmission instructions contained in the Industrial Security Manual for Safeguarding Classified Information (DOD 5220.22-M) and the DD Form 254 “Contract Security Classification Specification” attached to this contract.  Other DoD security documents, including but not limited to the following, may pertain to delivery or performance under this contract: DOD 5220.22-S-1 “COMSEC Supplement to Industrial Security Manual for Safeguarding Classified Information” and DOD 5220.22-R “Industrial Security Regulation.”
