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B1.	SCOPE





	B1.1  This is a fixed-price with economic price adjustment, indefinite-delivery, indefinite-quantity (FP with EPA, IDIQ) contract requiring commercial Information Technology equipment, materials, digital switching services and contractor support services to satisfy the requirements for integration, interoperability, compatibility, and resource sharing of both Government Equipment (GE) and the Contractor-provided communications and related components. The definition of “commercial,” as used in this contract, is synonymous with the definition of “Commercial item” as presented in FAR Part 2.101 “Definitions.”  This contract/acquisition is being conducted in accordance with FAR and DFARS Part 12 “Acquisition of Commercial Items.”





	B1.2  Authorized users of this contract include the Department of the Navy (DoN), other Department of Defense (DoD) agencies and the U. S. Coast Guard.  In times of conflict, operational command of the U. S. Coast Guard falls under the cognizance of the DoN.





	B1.3  The Government has identified requirements for the following functions that are not generally commercially available at the time of contract award.  It is anticipated that these functions will be added to this contract by means of the substitution of equipment, technology improvements or technology enhancement provisions in Part H.

		B1.3.2	Integrated voice, video and data end-user equipment (customer premise equipment).

B2.	CONTRACT MINIMUM GUARANTEE, CEILING AMOUNTS AND 	CONSIDERATION CRITERIA FOR DELIVERY ORDERS





B2.1  The minimum guarantee of this contract is $2,000,000, which will be obligated over a period of three years or the term of the contract(s), whichever is shorter.  The aforementioned minimum guarantee will be the total minimum guarantee available for all contracts awarded for ViViD (i.e., $2,000,000 will be divided equally among all ViViD Contractors).





B2.2  The ceiling amount of this contract shall not exceed $2,934,185,000, which represents the maximum value of business opportunity available under ViViD.  In recognition that more than one ViViD contract may be awarded, the parties understand and agree that award of this contract constitutes that all Contractors have been considered and have been given a fair opportunity to all ViViD delivery orders.  However, since the total amount of obligations against all contracts shall not exceed $2,934,185,000, as more orders are issued under one contract, the value of delivery orders which may be issued under the other ViViD contracts drops by an equal amount.  Contractor(s) will be furnished points of contact for base telecommunications offices through which they may pursue these delivery order opportunities.  The sum total of delivery orders under all ViViD contracts shall not exceed $2,934,185,000.  Accordingly, in the event that more than one ViViD contract is awarded, the Government agrees to notify the Contractor(s) when the sum total of obligations under all ViViD contracts reaches $2,500,000,000.





B2.2.1  The Contracting Officer/ordering officer’s decision to issue a delivery order to a particular ViViD Contractor shall be at their discretion.  However, if a delivery order is issued to more than one Contractor, the selection shall be based on the criteria stated in paragraph G13.  All delivery orders shall be awarded in full compliance with applicable “Federal Acquisition Streamlining Act (FASA) of 1995 regulations.





B2.2.2  See paragraph G13 for “fair opportunity” consideration procedures.





B3.  CONTRACT LINE ITEM NUMBER (CLIN) DESCRIPTION LIST





B3.1  The Contractor is required to furnish all specified supplies and services in conformance with the terms and conditions of this contract. Specifications for all supplies and services are stated in Part C.  The pricing exhibits will be used to construct and to complete paragraph B3 at contract award.





B3.2  The Government PMO identified in paragraph C0.1.2 is funded through user fees from delivery orders placed in contracts under its management cognizance.  Accordingly, after contract award and prior to opening the contract for ordering, the Government will adjust the unit prices as proposed by the Contractor to include an acquisition and contracting fee.





B3.3  Unless otherwise directed by the Government PMO, the Contractor shall collect and manage the acquisition and contracting fees and shall provide such fees and a quarterly accounting report to the Government PMO.





B4.	LABOR





B4.1  Exhibit D1 includes labor rates which are fully-loaded hourly labor rates per CLIN/SCLIN.  There is one composite rate for the Contractor and subcontractors; labor will not be reimbursed as an “Other Direct Cost” (ODC).





B5.	LEASING FACTORS FOR LEASE PRICING PLANS





B5.1	To compute the Contractor’s price for Straight Lease line items initiated during the life of the contract, the fixed lease price may be computed by using the methodology provided at Part H40, “LEASE INDEXATION”, of the contract.





B5.2	The Contractor’s fixed lease Margin Rate shall be fixed for the term of the contract and is not subject to the economic price adjustment (EPA).
